Ken was born July 12, 1947, in Cincinnati, the third of four sons
born to James Herbert Williamson, Sr. and Flonie (Bustle)
Williamson in Cincinnati, Ohio. He attended Princeton High
School, participated in Band and Baseball, and graduated in
1965.

Ken joined the Springdale Police Department on March 1, 1973
as a Patrolman. We currently have no career information, other than he was
involved in at least three dramatic vehicle pursuits in 1975, 1977, and 1979. Officer
Williamson resigned on January 23, 1982, with almost nine years of service, in
order to manage his family’s business, Williamson Electric.

Officer Williamson, after a long battle with a brain injury, succumbed on August
20, 2024, at the age of 77.
